The REP Presents the Pittsburgh Premiere of Edward Albee’s The Goat or, Who is Sylvia?
Pittsburgh - The REP, Point Park University’s professional theatre company, presents the Pittsburgh premiere of Edward Albee’s The Goat or, Who is Sylvia? at the Pittsburgh Playhouse in Oakland Nov. 21 – 23 and Dec. 4 – 14; a preview performance is open to the public on Thursday, Nov. 20. Awash in professional success and domestic contentment, a 50-year-old New York architect finds he can no longer keep his deepest secret to himself.  But this is no typical mid-life crisis; he is in love with a goat.  And his defiance of one of society’s most strict taboos challenges the bonds and boundaries of friendship and family, love and lust, temperament and tolerance.  Outrageously funny yet profoundly unsettling, The Goat pushes the cast – and audiences – to the brink of tolerance and the edge of their seats.
The Goat or, Who is Sylvia?  premiered on Broadway in March 2002.  In 2003, the play won a Tony Award for Best Play and a Drama Desk Award for Best New Play.
